Submission Requirements for Article Layout 
These guidelines are drawn up in accordance with the requirements of the Higher Attestation Commission of the Republic of Belarus, imposed on publications on the subject of the thesis.

The authors assume responsibility for submission to the editorial office of previously published articles or articles accepted for publication by other printed media.

The editors do not charge for publication of scientific articles.

Articles submitted by postgraduate students, doctoral candidates and habilitated doctoral candidates, in the year of completion of their course of studies are given priority.
The volume of a research article rated as a publication on the subject of the thesis should be at least 0.35 author's sheet (14 thousand printed characters, including spaces between words, punctuation marks, numbers, etc., as a rule, at least 8 pages of text (but not more than 12), printed in a 14 pt font size with 1.5 line spacing). Pages must be numbered.

Articles are accepted in Russian, Belarusian and English.

The research article should include the following elements:

• introduction;

• the main part with tables, graphs and other illustrative material (if available);

• conclusion, containing clearly formulated research findings;

• list of references.

The title of the article should reflect the main idea of its content, be informative and as short as possible. In the titles only common abbreviations are allowed.

In the introduction the objective of the article should be formulated (the task should be set).

References to the works that are not the author’s publications are mandatory. References to unpublished works are not allowed.

Illustrations, formulas and footnotes are to be numbered in accordance with the order of their citation in the text.

The list of references is given after the text; the references are numbered according to the order of citation in the text. Reference numbers must be written in square brackets (for example [1], [2], etc.). All publications in Russian (except for regulatory documents, archival materials, statistical collections, newspaper articles without specifying the author, links to sites without specifying the material) must be accompanied by a translation of the title into English (given in square brackets).

When submitting an article to the editors, the authors present:

1) a printout of the article and its electronic version. Additional information should be attached to the article: the UDC index in accordance with the classifier, keywords (5—10 words or short key phrases) in Russian and English;

2) author’s background note:

a) surname, name, patronymic, academic degree, academic title, position, place of work (study) in Russian;

b) author's name and surname transliterated in Latin symbols (taken from the passport);

c) e-mail;

d) contact telephone numbers;

3) an extract from the minutes of the department meeting, including a recommendation for publication;

4) for authors of other universities (research institutes) — a letter of recommendation from the management of their organization;

5) on a separate page, an abstract of the article in Russian (from 100 to 250 words). It should contain the brief content of the article: objectives and tasks, research methods, a brief conclusion. The English version of the title of the article, the text of the abstract and official name of the organization where the author works or studies is obligatory.
6) the results of checking the text for originality using a plagiarism detection tool.

In case of returning the article for revision, the date of its submission to the editor is considered the day of receipt of the revised version. Manuscripts rejected by the editorial board are not returned to the authors.
