Impact Assessment of the 2011 Devaluation on the Republic of Belarus'
Balance of Payments

The paper assesses the relationship between exchange rate changes and the balance
of payments in Belarus. For this purpose, export and import price elasticities over
2005—2011 are retrospectively analysed. The trade balance response to the Belarusian
ruble devaluation is estimated by applying the modified Marshall-Lerner condition. It
was found that the Belarusian economy is highly sensitive to exchange rate changes, and
effectiveness of the Belarusian ruble devaluation is predetermined by high import
capacity of the national economy.
